RER S EE0):

The course is designed to provide comprehensive guidance on thesis and academic paper writing for MFA
students majoring in Drama and Film Studies. The curriculum covers key aspects such as topic selection for works
and papers, data collection and organization, literature review writing, abstract writing, main text writing, and
writing standards. The aim is to cultivate students' literacy in scientific research and academic paper writing,
enhance their ability to integrate artistic creation with theoretical knowledge, and master the basic literacy and

norms of paper writing.
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RER S EE0):

This course is mainly a creative practice course conducted by front-line tutors in the industry and
professional tutors in the university. The content mainly involves the experience method and practice path of
front-line document writing of film and television creation.
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BRI EE0):

This course systematically studies the knowledge of film and television pre-shooting conception, visual style
design, and lens use. Through the study of this course, students will be able to have the analytical ability, design
ability and creative ability of film and television photography under the guidance of theory, and be able to
independently complete the photography tasks of high-quality documentary programs, variety shows and feature
short films.
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RER S EE0):

Based on an in-depth study of the history, characteristics, and purposes of editing, this course explores various
types of montage visual thinking methods, familiarizes students with the editing techniques of different types of
film and television works, and cultivates the ability of film and television editing.
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RER S EE0):

This workshop will be held in the first semester of the Master's program in Drama and Film, with a focus on
the production and operation of new media audiovisual content. Under the guidance of teachers, students carry out
practical activities such as information collection, interviews, writing, filming, editing, commenting, and data
analysis to complete comprehensive works, and promote them on corresponding self media platforms to test their

abilities in content production, production, and marketing in online and new media communication.
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BRI EE0):

Workshop 2, held in the second semester, focuses on the production of non-fiction programs. Under the
guidance of instructors, students conduct preliminary research, interviews, writing, filming, editing, and synthesis
to complete documentary and non-fiction audiovisual works. They also plan and organize screening events to

enhance their abilities in planning, shooting, and producing non-fiction audiovisual works.
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RER S EE0):

This workshop 3 is held in the third semester, with the creation of fictional film and television works as the
core, and under the guidance of teachers, students carry out market research, topic selection and planning, script
writing, shooting, editing and other practices to complete fictional film and television works such as feature short
films and animated short films, and plan and hold work screening activities to improve students' ability in the
planning, shooting, and production of fictional film and television works.

BRI A GEX):

This course is an elective course for master's students in Drama and Film Studies, as well as Broadcasting and
Television Studies. Starting from the theoretical knowledge of film script creation, combined with successful cases
of world classic film scripts, as well as the practical experience of textbook authors in film script creation and
teaching, this study explores the methods, essentials, and implicit laws of film script creation. Enable students to
understand and master the themes and souls, stories and legends, characters and humanity, time and space, the
interdependence between visuals and sound, and the changes in spiritual dimensions of movies; Analyze how to
create excellent movie scripts, how to select themes, set characters, plan plots, conceal suspense, construct
conflicts, strengthen crises, cleverly set turning points, cleverly conclude, and interpret legends; How to imbue film
works with humanistic sentiment and implant national spirit, etc. Combined with the author's creative and teaching
examples, a detailed analysis is conducted on the common substantive issues in film script creation. Thus
improving students' ability to create film scripts and their understanding, aesthetic appreciation, and appreciation of
film art.
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RS F0):

On the basis of explaining the creative principle and strategy of film and television advertisement, this course

focuses on cultivating students' ability of creative appreciation of film and television advertisement by means of
case analysis and competition training, to train students' creativity and production ability of film and television

advertisement .
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RER S EE0):

The main purpose of this course is to cultivate students' theoretical and practical skills for effective
communication in the all-media era, focusing on cultivating students' practical skills in short video creation, IP
incubation, self-media operation, aerial photography skills, etc., and comprehensively connecting the whole

process of all-media operation in the industry.
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
